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LA ROBLA COAL TRAIN

Tren Hullero de La Robla, Leén
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The La Robla train was built in 1894 to transport coal production from the mining
basins of Leon and Palencia to the powerful steel industry of Vizcaya. In addition to
coal, it also transported passengers. This railway line suffered several crises and
abandonments over the years and, finally, in 2009 Renfe recovered it for tourist use
with a four-day route.

This route passes through many towns where the Old Camino de Santiago or Camino
Olvidado also passes, an ancient Jacobean route, today in the recovery phase.

Palacio de la Mosque: Arenas de San Pedro (cedida agencia Ical)
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PALACE OF THE INFANTE DON LUIS DE BORBON, ARENAS DE SAN PEDRO, AVILA

This neoclassical palace stands out for its monumentality and for its splendid main portico of classical
proportions conceived as a triumphal arch, as well as its balcony with balustrade, all made of granite.The Infante
Don Luis Antonio de Borbén had it built in 1780 by the court architect Ventura Rodriguez on the Arenas hill,
which offers beautiful views. Due to the death of the Infante, only the east wing was built, where he lived. Owing
to the Infante's enlightened character, he possessed a magnificent library, a cabinet of Natural Sciences and a
valuable art gallery, and had Francisco de Goya come to paint portraits of the members of the family. A
passionate lover of music, he had a chamber orchestra led by Luigi Boccherini, as well as other illustrious
personalities such as Gaspar and Luigi Boccherini. It currently houses the Museo de los Premios Gredos de
Pintura on the main floor. which boasts a vast and varied collection of municipal paintings. Some of the prize-
winners are renowned painters on the national art scene.

San Juan de Ortega, Burgos

EQUINOX AT SAN JUAN DE ORTEGA,
BURGOS

The small village of San Juan de Ortega, a significant
landmark on the Camino de Santiago in the province of
Burgos, takes its name from the monastery founded in
the 11th century by Juan de Velazquez, better known as
San Juan de Ortega. Inside the church of the monastic
complex, which dates back to the 12th century and
features Romanesque architecture, you will find the
founder saint’s tomb-baldachin, created in the 15th
century. The church also contains stunning Romanesque
elements, including a sepulchre and the renowned
Annunciation Capital, which is especially notable. The
illumination process of the capital follows the biblical
narrative, as depicted in stone by an anonymous
medieval stonemason who skilfully reproduced scenes
from the childhood of Jesus. The phenomenon occurs at
around 5 p.m. solar time on 21st March (at 6 p.m.) and on
22nd September (at 7 p.m.), but it can be observed
throughout the two days before and after.

This magical place is full of impressive rock formations that have been
shaped over 200 million years of geological activity. The wind and water gradually erode the limestone rocks,
creating whimsical and original shapes. These karst landscapes resemble an enchanted city, which could well
be inhabited by goblins and fairies hidden among the labyrinths of large stone blocks that nature itself has
sculpted. The route begins in the village of Villaescusa de las Torres, from where you can ascend to Penia Mesa,
the highest and most representative point of the Las Tuercas Natural Monument. For nature and ecotourism
enthusiasts, this route is perfect due to its rich biodiversity of flora and fauna, with some species unique to this
spectacular location. Additionally, if you enjoy geocaching, there are special routes that make the experience
even more enjoyable - a treasure hunt with clues hidden in nature.A treasure hunt with clues hidden in nature.

FOSSIL FOOTPRINTS ROUTE, MONSAGRO, SALAMANCA

The village of Monsagro, located at the foot of the Pena de Francia, offers the Fossil Footprints Route: an urban
itinerary that reveals and explains to visitors the traces of various organisms from 450 million years ago, visible
in the rocks that adorn the houses, streets, and fountains of this village. At that time, a frozen ocean covered
much of the Iberian Peninsula, which was situated very close to the South Pole. In these shallow waters, various
organisms lived, such as trilobites (now extinct), worms, and other species, whose tracks were imprinted on the
sandy seabeds, later transformed into quartzite. Visitors can learn more about these fossils by visiting the

Ancient Seas Interpretation Centre.

ROMERAL DE SAN MARCOS, SEGOVIA

Leandro Silva, an important Uruguayan landscape architect,

had a fascinating encounter with the city of Segovia in 1971,

which led him to purchase a house in San Marcos. In 1978,

he began the creation of this garden, introducing species

= from around the world, carefully considering the climate
- and the limestone terrain. He utilised the structure of
terraces, typical of a medieval garden, and traditional
methods for managing water, with canals and pools. Over

three hundred species have been recorded here, including

Castillo de Gormaz, Soria

CALIPHAL FORTRESS OF GORMAZ, SORIA

The Caliphal Fortress is visible from many kilometres away and is considered the largest fortress of its kind built
in its time. Located on the banks of the River Duero, it was a highly contested stronghold throughout the 9th to
11th centuries, frequently changing hands between Christians and Muslims. The castle has an irregular,
elongated shape, adapted to the platform of the hill on which it stands. Its walls boast 27 towers. Much of the
castle shows evidence of an earlier fortress, though little remains of this initial structure. The main gate of the
castle, which has a horseshoe shape, opens on the southern side. Separated by a now-covered moat from the
walled enclosure is the alcazar. Here, one finds the Tower of Almanzor, the armoury, the Keep, and the remains
of a cistern. On the hillside below the castle lies the pre-Romanesque Hermitage of San Miguel, which houses
Romanesque frescoes from the early 12th century, in a relatively good state of preservation.

DOVECOTES IN THE VALLISOLETAN TIERRA DE CAMPOS

Palomar Cuenca de Campos, Valladolid

=5 He dovecote is a distinctive element of vernacular
architecture in the well-known region of Tierra de
Campos. Its origins date back to Roman times, but it
wasn’t until the late 18th century that a true culture of
dovecotes developed. The most commonly used
construction materials are rammed earth and adobe, and
their typology varies (square, circular, polygonal, etc.). In
the province of Valladolid, notable dovecotes can be
found in villages such as Barcial, Bolafios, Villarrin, and

Montealegre. Many of them are no longer in use, and
some have been converted into interpretation centres,
such as the one in Villalon de Campos, now known as the
"Palomar del Abuelo”. Other dovecotes that can be visited

include those in Matapozuelos and the Matallana Estate in
Villalba de los Alcores. The region also boasts a vast civil
~and religious heritage, including castles (Montealegre and
Villalba de los Alcores), jurisdictional pillars (Mayorga,
Aguilar de Campos), museums (the Bread Museum in
. Mayorga, the Cheese Museum in Villalon), and churches
(Santa Maria in Villavicencio de los Caballeros).

Virgen de la Concha, Zamora

VIRGIN OF THE CONCHA, ZAMORA

This is the popular name for Our Lady of San Antolin,
the patroness of the city of Zamora. According to legend,
this sculpture was discovered by King Sancho III the
Great in 1082 during a wild boar hunt. One of the boars,
pursued by the pack of hounds, disappeared into a hole
in the underbrush. The king, spear in hand, followed and
found that the animal had taken refuge beneath a
sarcophagus, and the dogs did not attack it. The king
realised that the tomb belonged to Saint Antolin and that
the cavity was the ruins of a 7th-century temple that had
been abandoned. He ordered the re-establishment of
what is now the thriving capital of Palencia on those
remnants. Next to the saint’s tomb was an image of the
Virgin, which was brought to Zamora by weavers from
Palencia who came to our city to repopulate what is now
the Barrio de la Lana, where she was worshipped in the
Church of San Antolin, from which she took her name.
The title "Virgin of the Concha" comes from the fact that
the current figure, dating from the 19th century, holds a
striking silver shell in her lap. Today, she is venerated in
the Church of San Vicente. She plays a central role in
various traditional and festive events in Zamora,
especially during the pilgrimage on the Day of La

Hiniesta.
